The first few years of my life were spent in Cheyenne, Wyoming after being born in North Platte, Nebraska.
When | was 10 years old we moved to Argentina, South America where we lived for 2 %2 years. While we
were there my mom took portrait lessons, in oil, from an old master. | was the model. That is really the only
remembrance | have of my mom painting while | was small. In 1972 my family moved to Plerre, South
Dakota and purchased a small amount of land and raised several horses. Although | did not draw them at
that time, | truly loved being around the horses, the hay, the barn, and the cats.
